President's Perspective

We are now about a month away from our one day state
meeting in Mobile on March 21. | hope to see old and
new members at that time at the Ashbury Hotel and
Suites. The Mobile Branch is working to make our
arrangements pleasant. AAUW of AL Program Vice
President, Cindi Branham, is busy working on the
program. There will be activities for students as well as
the rest of us and some inspiring speakers. There will
also be a business meeting. We will have to vote on
three officers that will take office on July 1, a bylaws
change that affects several areas of the bylaws and a
dues increase (see details about them elsewhere in the
newsletter). Registration material will be available soon.

In January there was a state board meeting that many on
the board were able to attend. It was great that there was
representation from seven of our eight branches. All were
able to brag about what is going on in their branches. But
our membership is down, only about 370. Our national visitor, Claudia Richards, Senior Branch
Relations Manager, challenged us by March 15 to increase our state membership to 405, where it
was in 2012. Please help us meet that goal, which would be about 5% per branch (if we get about
15 members from Tuscaloosa; see next paragraph). Talk to your friends about AAUW, get them an
application, and invite them to a branch event. And if any join by the March 15 deadline, the dues
will be half price (national, state, and branch). AAUW has other programs to encourage
membership, like Shape the Future, Give a Grad a Gift, C/U Partners with their designated
representatives, and student affiliate groups on college campuses. Look up the information about
them and other initiatives on the AAUW website (www.aauw.org) and then use them locally. The
board decided to fund two students to attend NCCWSL (National Conference for College Women
Student Leaders) sponsored by the National AAUW. | know that some branches will be helping to
send women student leaders to this inspiring event. Please let me know if your branch is going to
do the same.

I'm excited that it looks like we will have a new branch in Tuscaloosa. There was an informational
meeting there on February 2. About 20 individuals came to hear about AAUW and the Pay Equity
issue. Also representatives from the student affiliate chapter joined us. These college women are a
great group and very enthusiastic about AAUW and its issues. Tuscaloosa had a successful
"Elect Her" event two days before. | also found out that there is a U of A faculty member that is
trained as a $tart $mart Salary Negotiation Workshop facilitator. This is something that others in
the state ought to look into.

Lastly AAUW of AL is planning to have a Legislative Day in Montgomery on April 14, "Equal Pay
Day". Alabama Arise will be there that day also. Look for details on that later.
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Please remember this newsletter is being sent by email to those members of the branches from
the website that have email addresses, members-at-large and students that have joined AAUW.
But there are those that don't have email or joined too late to be included. They need to be sent
this newsletter, separate the state meeting information, and the details about Legislative Day when
it becomes available.

AAUW Fundraising Policy 501 with
Guidelines

The AAUW Fundraising Policy 501 is designed to assist AAUW
Branches in raising funds to support AAUW's mission, fundraising
procedures, Internal Revenue Service (IRS) regulations, and state
laws that change over time. This document will help AAUW and all
AAUW Branches stay current and preserve their nonprofit status.

The IRS views regarding tax-exempt nonprofit status and the tax

deductibility of donations and membership dues to AAUW and/or

AAUW Branches as gifts from taxpayers for our valuable work to

advance our IRS-approved mission. AAUW Branches must protect

these privileges by adhering to IRS regulations and individual state laws while furthering the
purpose for which approved - advancing AAUW's mission.

The AAUW Fundraising Policy 501 was implemented July 1, 2014. All branches are required to
follow this policy. Guidelines for implementing the policy can be read online. The AAUW website
also has FAQ.

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Potential Bylaws Change by Joan Hudiburg

At the AAUW of Alabama board meeting on January 24, 2015 it was voted to make a change to
the bylaws to eliminate the position of AAUW Funds vice-president from the officers and make it
an appointed chair. Any changes to the bylaws need to be voted on at the business meeting,
which will occur at the state meeting in Mobile on March 21, 2015. This will involve changes to
Article VII. OFFICERS, Section 1 and Section 3. Also Article VIII. DUTIES OF ELECTED
OFFICERS, Section 5 will need to be deleted and the Sections after that renumbered. Please let

The issue of equal pay is the priority issue for the national AAUW for the next few
months. Chapters are encouraged to devise programming around this issue.
Alabama is blessed with a long history of the civil rights movement of which equal
pay is one facet. It is interesting to consider the issue of equal pay in the light of
racial justice, because as the AAUW report, "The Simple Truth about the Gender
Pay Gap" makes clear, race and ethnicity as well as gender affect pay. As the
report states,
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Race and ethnicity have always created a dividing line in the United States, and it's
no different with the gender pay gap. When a race lens is added to the pay gap, it
becomes clear that the pay gap is worse for many women of color. Here's a look at
what women of different races and ethnicities make compared with non-Hispanic
white men (a benchmark used because they make up the largest demographic
group in the labor force).

Asian American women experience the smallest gender pay gap: In 2013
they took home 90 percentof white men's earnings (a 3 percent increase
from 2012).

The gap is largest for Hispanic and Latina women, who were paid only 54
percent of what white men were paid in 2013 (a 1 percent increase from
2012).

The gender pay gap for American Indian and Alaska Native women has
widened just slightly since 2012, dropping from 60 to 59 percent in 2013.
Similarly, compared with 2012, the gender pay gap forNative Hawaiian and
other Pacific Islander women widened by 1 percent to 65 percent.

The gender pay gap held steady for African American women, who were
paid 64 percent of what white men were paid in 2013, and for white women,
who were paid 78 percent of what white men were paid.

These facts connect AAUW's concern with equal pay with the nation's present
concern for equal justice for people of minorities. Programming that centers on the
connection between these two issues should be of interest to Alabama AAUW
members and others. Building a coalition to meet and discuss these issues should
be a priority in the next few months.
